President Mitchell opened the meeting by restating his goals for the year: growing the Association, membership, and the CFLGE.  He introduced Russ Blackburn as the new District 7 Director, filling the vacancy created when Mr. Harness was elected Secretary-Treasurer on May 30.  A special election by ballot was conducted among the board members to fill the vacancy.  President Mitchell administered the Oath of Office to Mr. Blackburn.
Introductions were made around the conference table so everyone had an opportunity to know a little about everyone else.

A short discussion was held on the possibility/feasibility of alternative meeting methods.  It was the consensus of the Board that committee meetings may be done by phone, but Board meetings should be in person.

The Board reviewed the meeting schedule for Program Year 2008-2009, and all were in agreement.  

Moved by Mr. Blackburn, seconded by Mr. Harness to award Ken Small Honorary membership to FCCMA.  The motion passed unanimously.

Mr. Lee could not be at the meeting, so President Mitchell reiterated what was reported at the Center for Florida Local Government Excellence conference session.

Mr. Harness reported that the FCCMA directors will be asked for assistance for the Disaster Recovery Plan.  An agenda item will be brought back for the August 1 meeting.

Gary Cannon reported for ICMA and explained a letter from Bob O’Neill the executive director.  ICMA is asking for a three-year commitment to the Fund for Professional Management.  He also reported that the 100th anniversary of the Council-Manager form of government would be celebrated at the ICMA conference in Richmond.  

Moved by Mr. Lewis, seconded by Ms. Hannah to review the possibilitly of a pledge  to the Fund during the budget review process.  The motion was approved without opposition.

Ms. Tracy Miller, FCCMA’s webmaster, reviewed the current technology contract.  There have been several added costs this year, and the new website re-design has  been launched.  She submitted an overage of $1,560 for the additional work.

Moved by Mr. Lewis, seconded by Ms. Wingo to approve the additional $1,560 payment to the Alliance for Innovation for the work done by Ms. Miller.  There was no opposition, and the motion passed.

Beth Rawlins gave a quick update on Hillsborough County.  The proposed change would eliminate the County Administrator and create an elected mayor.  Beth is still hoping it will be removed from the ballot, but she’s not confident of that.  
Moved by Mr. Blackburn, seconded by Mr. Saddler to appropriate $3,500 to fund a portion of the legal costs involved in this matter.  The motion passed without opposition.
